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CHEAT SHEET - Singular vs Plural Nouns

When to use a plural/singular noun

A noun is a thing, object, or person.

A noun can be singular (driver, person) or plural (drivers, people)

» Always use a singular noun if one of these determiners come before:

a / an / another / this / that / each / every

» Always use a plural noun if one of these determiners come before.

all / no / other / many / most / those / these

» In other cases, decide from the meaning of the text

the / some / any / (no determiner)

Common plural nouns

all no
